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INSTALLATION:

1.
Full Initial Install:   This will install the DISD-W program, supporting tools, and runtime libraries.


a.
From the directory in which you extracted the installation files into, run the "Install.bat" file.  


b.
The "Install.bat" file first will execute the "Acsetup.exe" installation program.  This program installs a screen/window capture and printing object along with the Visual Basic 5.0 runtime library.  The library will only install itself if it is not already installed.


c.
Next “Setup.exe” will be executed and the actual DISD-W program and files will be installed along with the Visual Foxpro 6.0 runtime libraries.

d. The data files installed are empty except for the "Userdata" and "System" tables.  You can run the program and import your normal DISD data sets.

e. The system by default installs with security login access enabled.  The system has a default user account of "super" with a password of "visor".  

2. Update Versions:  Updates will be in two categories.  

a.
Direct executable replacements which can be downloaded and directly copied over the existing executable file in the DISD-W directory.   Any special instructions for these will be specified on the WEB page.


b.
Downloads which will need to be extracted and then executed.  These updates will contain a program which will provide direct updating of databases, tables, registry, etc.   Any special instructions for this type update will be included in a “Readme.txt” file bundled with the update.  General instructions will be specified with the download hotlinks on the WEB page.

UNINSTALL:

1. To uninstall the DISD-W program, open Windows Control Panel.

2. Run “Add/Remove Programs”.

3. Select DISD-W program from the list.

4. Press the “Install/Uninstall” button and provide requested inputs of the uninstall program.

5. Select the “ActiveCapture” program from the list.

6. Press the “Install/Uninstall” button and provide requested inputs of the uninstall program.

7. Locate the directories in which  DISD-W and ActiveCapture were installed and delete them.

SECURITY:

1. If you do not want to run DISD-W in a login mode:

a. Logon as “Supervisor”.

b. Select the user account from the menu under "File".

c. Select the "Supervisor" account, and then uncheck the login security checkbox.



There after you will not be prompted for a login.  Login security checking can be re-enabled by reselecting the checkbox.


2.
If you want login security, it is advisable at this point to add new accounts and change the supervisor’s account password.  Be sure to check supervisor level permissions checkbox on the accounts you wish to perform import and maintenance functions in the system.

MAINTENANCE:


There are two executables for DISD-W.  The first is the application program DISD-W.exe and the other is DISDTOOLS.exe.  

1.
DISD-W is the normal user interface program with ability to manage user accounts and to import data sets.  The import function does a complete install of all data set text files.

2. DISDTOOLS provides a means to perform maintenance functions for the DISD-W system.

a. This utility allows the user to select the tables on which to perform table re-indexing, table recreation, database recreation, and data set importing maintenance functions.

b. The DISD-W stores user form positioning and sizing information between sessions.  If forms are being restored incorrectly you can reset form positions and sizing to defualt values.

c.
There is no execution restrictions imposed by this program.  Anyone can run it unless the file is protected by file level privileges on your network or local drives.   See your network or system administrators for assistance if needed.

OPERATING SYSTEMS:


a.
DISD-W is a 32-bit Microsoft Windows based program and is compatible with Windows 95, Windows 98, and Windows NT 4.0.  There are no known service pack related issues, but it is a good idea to install the latest service packs when available (and stable).


b.
Windows 3.1, Windows 3.11, and MS-DOS operating systems are not supported.


c.
As with Windows and all Windows programs, the more memory the happier it is.
